Pope Francis delivers "Thought for the Day" on Radio 4

Here is an excerpt: “Climate change and the Covid-19 pandemic have exposed our deep vulnerability and raised
numerous doubts and concerns about our economic systems and the way we organise our societies. We have lost our
sense of security, and are experiencing a sense of powerlessness and loss of control over our lives. We find ourselves
increasingly frail and even fearful, caught up in a succession of “crises” in the areas of health care, the environment, food
supplies and the economy, to say nothing of social, humanitarian and ethical crises. All these crises are profoundly
interconnected... very crisis calls for vision, the ability to formulate plans and put them rapidly into action, to rethink the
future of the world, our common home, and to reassess our common purpose. These crises present us with the need to
take decisions, radical decisions that are not always easy. At the same time, moments of difficulty like these also present
opportunities, opportunities that we must not waste... All this represents an immense cultural challenge. It means giving
priority to the common good, and it calls for a change in perspective, a new outlook, in which the dignity of every human
being, now and in the future, will guide our ways of thinking and acting... The political decision makers who will meet at
COP26 in Glasgow are urgently summoned to provide effective responses to the present ecological crisis and in this way
to offer concrete hope to future generations. And it is worth repeating that each of us — whoever and wherever we may
be — can play our own part in changing our collective response to the unprecedented threat of climate change and the
degradation of our common home.”

Month of the Holy Souls

Participation refers to how we serve one another using our natural and supernatural
gifts and talents. Mission refers to our living witness as People of God. So during this synod on synodality, we will journey
together through a series of encounters to explore how we are currently journeying together in Communion, Participation
and Mission; and how the Holy Spirit might be inviting us to grow together in these areas. Next week: Companions on the
Journey.
