| always used to ask God to show me how to live faith. It's already
a few years since | had a very significant dream, which is vividly
imprinted in my mind and in my heart forevermore. No doubt it
was an answer to my prayers, and it made me feel so deeply
cared for and loved!

Explore the lives of St. Francis Xavier, St. Thomas More
or, a favourite this month, St. Mary Magdalene. Experience God through their eyes and hearts.

Henry VIl was displeased, so to soothe his anger the i
Abbot sent him an enormous pie as a Christmas present, at the '
hand of his steward Horner. Within the pie were the Deeds of |
twelve rich manors.

Jack Horner not only cheated the abbot, but also ended up on i
the jury that condemned the abbot to be hanged, drawn and |
quartered.
