me. She saw the confusion on my face and told me, “This question
is very important. It shows that you have really lived in your life.
For every body part you gave as the answer in the past, | have told
you, was wrong, even giving you the reason why. But today is the
day you need to learn this important lesson.” She looked down at
me as only a mother can. | saw her eyes welling up with tears. She
said, “My dear, the most important part of the body is your
shoulder.” “Is it because it holds up my head?” | asked. “No,” she
replied, “it is because it can hold the head of a friend or a loved
one when they cry. Everybody needs a shoulder to cry on
sometime in life. | only hope that you have enough love and friends
that you will always have a shoulder to cry on when you need it.”
