| am very grateful to all the parishioners who could
help with the following developments and urgent
repairs: The tables have been rearranged in the
Hall so that there is more space. Chairs can now be
brought together in a circle, if required, without
moving the tables. The heating radiators in the hall
have now been fitted with timers so that the room
is being heated up before use - the heaters can be
switched on and off manually by using the timers.
The severe damp damage at the statue of St Bride
in the Church entrance has been repaired and
repainted. The broken microphone cable for the
priest’s microphone has been sourced and
replaced. The wooden frame to the front door of
the Church has been replaced and repainted; the
front door has been repaired and repainted. A new
programmer for the heating system in the Church
has to be fitted with a high cost of £840. If any
Parishioner would like to make a contribution to
the costs of fitting the new programmer, please
get in touch with Father Duncan.
