Saint Pier Giorgio Frassati — Man of the Beatitudes

Back when he was still Cardinal Karol
Wojtyla, Saint Pope John Paul II first
came across the story of Pier Giorgio
Frassati at an exhibit in Krakow,
Poland. After learning about him, the
Karol Wojtyla began calling him the
“Man of the Eight Beatitudes”. Just
why was Saint Pier Giorgio Frassati
called the “Man of the Beatitudes”
Blessed are the poor in spirit, the
kingdom of Heaven is theirs - Pier
Giorgio’s faith and love of God were
at the centre of his actions. He knew
that without his faith and reliance on
God, nothing could be done.
Blessed are the gentle, they shall
have the earth as inheritance - As
his sister, Luciana Frassati, wrote in a
book about his life, “Silent, keeping
to himself, he studied his
surroundings, and, little by little amid
the welter of names... he became
known as the student who never
refused to help.” He led by example
and would not give up on anyone.
Blessed are those who mourn,
they shall be comforted - While he was known for being a joyful prankster, Pier
Giorgio knew the time and place for it. He was there for those who needed
comfort during times of sorrow. He used to go to daily Mass and offer it up for the
souls in purgatory. Blessed are those who hunger and thirst for
uprightness, they shall have their fill - Pier Giorgio never hesitated to share
his faith with his friends. As Luciana wrote, “He only had to exchange a few words
to win a friend, whom he then looked after and advised.” He would invite them to
attend Mass with them. Even if they declined the invitation, he would ask again at
another time. Blessed are the merciful, they shall have mercy shown them
- If there was one beatitude that summed what his life was about, it would be this
one. Pier spent his life doing countless acts of charity. As a small child, he took off
his shoes and socks to give to a woman with a small child who had arrived at his
house, begging for charity. At the age of 17, he joined the Conference of Saint
Vincent de Paul. Even on his deathbed, he wrote a note instructing that the
medication in his pocket be delivered a man who needed them. Blessed are the
pure in heart, they shall see God - Pier Giorgio Frassati took purity of heart
and mind seriously. Since he received the Eucharist daily and knew the importance
of receiving it with reverence, he did what he could to avoid anything that would
make him “unworthy” of receiving it. Blessed are the peacemakers, they shall
be recognised as children of God - Shortly before his death, Pier Giorgio knew
that his parents were on the brink of divorce. It pained him to know that such a
thing was possible so he gave up his own love — a young woman named Laura
Hidalgo — because he knew that it wouldn’t help his parent’s marriage. Since Pier
Giorgio came from a wealthy, high society family, he knew that Laura’s low social
status (she was an orphan) and lack of money would create problems in his affluent
family. So, he sacrificed his own earthly happiness so that a semblance of peace
would remain in his family Blessed are those who are persecuted in the
cause of uprightness, the kingdom of Heaven is theirs - Pier Giorgio was
politically active but always put his faith first. He wasn’t afraid of the clashes with
Italian police and soldiers and was even detained for several hours. In a letter to
members of the Catholic Youth group in Pollone, he wrote, “The times which we
are going through are difficult, because persecution against the Church rages as
cruelly as ever. But you fearless and good young people, do not be afraid because
of this small problem. Bear in mind the fact that the Church is a divine institution
that cannot end and will endure until the end of the world, and ‘the gates of hell
will not prevail against her.” This list is just scratching this surface. There are
countless more examples as to why Pier Giorgio Frassati is a model for not only
youth but those who are serious about their faith. Let us pray for his intercession;
that God may grant us the same love for God, humanity, and charity that Pier
Giorgio displayed during the 24 years he lived on this earth.

MEMORIAL OF ST BLAISE THIS TUESDAY

We know that Bishop Blaise was martyred in his episcopal city of
Sebastea, Armenia, in 316. The legendary Acts of St. Blaise were
written 400 years later.

Although the Edict of Toleration (311), granting
freedom of worship in the Roman Empire, was already five years
old, persecution still raged in Armenia. Blaise is seen as one more
example of the power those have who give themselves entirely to
Jesus. As Jesus told his apostles at the Last Supper, “If you remain
in me and my words remain in you, ask for whatever you want and
it will be done for you” (John 15:7). With faith we can follow the
lead of the Church in asking for Blaise’s protection in the special
Throat Blessing given on his Feast Day. St Blaise pray for us!

For this reason, the ritual of the Church
prescribes that at least two candles be lit on the altar at
all liturgical services, and the greater the solemnity, the
greater the number of candles used. Please bring along any
candles you would like blessed and place them in front of the
altar.

» Blessing of St Blaise - this Tuesday
On Tuesday, 3rd February, the Feast Day of St.
Blaise, the Church recalls a miracle cure associated
with him and celebrates the blessing of the throats with
candles. St. Blaise said that anyone who lit a candle in
his memory would be free of infection, thus candles are
used in the traditional throat blessing. The candles
(blessed on Candlemas Feb. 2) are crossed against the
throat, and the following prayer is said: “Through the
intercession of Saint Blaise, bishop and martyr, may God
deliver you from ailments of the throat and from every other
evil. In the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy
Spirit. Amen.”
