How to have the Best Lent Ever

T,

Lent begins this Wednesday when we receive Ashes on our
foreheads. Lent is about sacrifice. But what does it mean to
sacrifice? For many of us, it means to “give something up” or
to do something that we do not like such as “sacrificing
chocolate., or TV or alcohol Yet, this is not a proper
definition. The word “sacrifice” comes from two Latin words,
sacra (holy) and facere (to make). To “sacrifice”, therefore,
literally means “to make something/someone holy”. With this
correct understanding of “sacrifice” in mind, we can identify
two fundamental purposes of the season of Lent. Firstly, Lent
is a time to recall the “sacrifice” of Christ and how He made
all things holy through his suffering, passion, death and
resurrection. Secondly, it is a time in which to conform
ourselves to Christ by enacting sacrifice in our personal lives.
Through her 2000 year history, the Church has identified
three avenues of sacrifice (making ourselves holy): Prayer,
Fasting and Almsgiving. Each of these acts correlate to one of
the three theological virtues: Faith (prayer ), Hope (fasting)
and Charity (almsgiving). The following question guide is
tormed by this traditional wisdom and hopes to serve as an
aid to help discern how God is calling you this Lenten season
to become a saint through Faithful Prayer, Hopeful Fasting
and Charitable Almsgiving. Make a good start to Lent!

ASH WEDNESDAY IS THE BEGINNING OF LENT

What is Ash Wednesday? Ash Wednesday is the day Lent begins. It occurs forty
days before Good Friday. Is Ash Wednesday based on a pagan festival? Ash
Wednesday originated in the A.D. 900s, long after Europe had been Christianised
and the pagan cults stamped out. Why is it called Ash Wednesday? Actually, Ash
Wednesday is its colloquial name. lts official name is the Day of Ashes. Why do
they have their foreheads marked with a cross? Because in the Bible a mark on
the forehead is a symbol of a person's ownership. By having their foreheads
marked with the sign of a cross, this symbolises that the person belongs to Jesus
put on a Christian in baptism, when he is delivered from slavery to sin and the
devil and made a slave of righteousness and Christ (Rom. 6:3-18). It is also in
imitation of the way the righteousness are described in the book of Revelation,
where we read of the servants of God (the Christian faithful, as symbolised by the
144,000 of the righteous: "Do not harm the earth or the sea or the trees, till we
have sealed the servants of our God upon their foreheads."(Revelation 7:3).

*The Stages of Christian Growth

For a long time, we have recognised three stages of
growth for a Christian. While they look different for each
person, the general elements are the same: Conversion and
Purification - This is the initial stage of coming to Christ.
It involves the repentance of sin, the removal of vices, the
acquisition of virtues, and a life of prayer. Growth - This is
the middle stage of growth. Now that there is more virtue
than vice, and more desire to live in holiness than to live
in sinfulness, the Christian begins to experience a real
relationship to Christ, they learn more about the faith,
and they also get to know themselves better. In this stage,
the light of Christ filters into all areas of life. Unzon - The
final stage of Christian growth, when the person is duly
prepared by grace, is the moment of full union with God.
Here, the deepest level of union with God occurs.
