40 DAYS in THE DESERT

In Sacred Scripture, we find lots of symbolic imagery and
symbolic numbers. Today in the readings, we have both: The
symbolic image: the desert. The symbolic number: g40. Let’s
have a quick look at the symbolic number “40”. In the Bible,
this number appears frequently: The rain of Noah’s flood
lasted forty days and nights. Moses fasted for forty days and
nights before receiving the Law. The Israelites wandered in
the desert for forty years after fleeing the Egyptians. The
manna rained down on the Israelites for forty years. The
Prophet Elijah walked forty days and nights to reach the
Mountain of God, Horeb. Jesus fasted for forty days and
nights to prepare for His public ministry. Jesus ascended into
heaven forty days after his glorious Resurrection from the
dead. The symbolism of the number forty contains certain
themes. Forty symbolises: New life. Growth. Transformation.
A transition period between great events. A period of
purification or testing. A period of preparation. For us, this
Lent, we should allow some of this symbolism to be a part of
our Lenten journey. We also have forty days of fasting in Lent:
in order for Lent to include 40 days on which fasting could
occur, it had to be expanded to six full weeks (with six days of
fasting in each week) plus four extra days—Ash Wednesday
and the Thursday, Friday, and Saturday that follow it. Six
times six is thirty-six, plus four equals forty. Have you planned
your forty days of Lent yet?

LENTEN LITURGICAL CHANGES

As we enter the season of Lent, you may notice some changes in
our music, liturgy, and the church environment. These changes are
meant to help us enter more deeply into this sacred season. Lent
calls us to reflect on Christ's presence in history and in our own
lives., Advent was a time of expectation, and Christmas celebrated
the arrival of salvation. Lent, then, is the supreme affirmation of this
salvation that has occurred. The Church’s guide for celebrating
Mass, prescribes several changes for Lent: The Gloria is omitted,
the word "Alleluia" is not sung or spoken, the sanctuary is not
decorated with flowers, except on the Fourth Sunday of Lent
(Laetare Sunday) and certain solemnities, the liturgical colour has
now moved from green for Ordinary Time to violet for Lent.

* The Stations of the Cross during Lent on Tuesdays

Do you know how to pray the Stations of the Cross? It’s a
great way to grow closer to Jesus, especially during the
Lenten season! The Stations of the Cross, also known as
the Way of the Cross and the Way of Sorrow (Via Crucis
in Latin), detail fourteen different moments on the day
Jesus died. This prayer pilgrimage is a powerful way to
grow closer to Jesus at any time of the year, though it is
most popular during the Lenten season. Tradition holds
that after Christ’s Death and Resurrection, the Blessed
Mother retraced Jesus’ last day every day. Every Tuesday
morning in Lent at 9.30pm at St Peter’s and every Friday
at St Bride’s, except when there is a Requiem Mass.
